From the Interim Rector

Some Parting Thoughts

This has been a year of many transitions for St. Christopher’s, some joyful and some
painful. Next year will also be a year of transition as you call a new rector. This is not
a new thing in our lives or in the church. In fact, every year is a year of transition.
Wardens transition on and off and so do vestry, and in some years there are staff
transitions as well. New members come into the parish. Some move away and others
like George Woodland,on All Saints Day, have joined the many saints who have served
this parish in ages past. There are always baptisms and funerals. Thankfully, we have
had more of the former than the latter this year.

I like the word “evolution.” In many ways, evolution is transition and makes the

creation story on going and even more interesting. But just as the seven days of
Genesis describe the process of evolving creation, each week we live mirrors the creation story in new
ways. We start again every week as partners with God in creation. I have been with you for more than 52
of these new beginnings. We have grown together and now apart during this “interim” time. I pray that the
fruits of our evolution in Christ will continue in this world and the next.

In parting, I would like to thank everyone who has made this journey a bit easier for me and hopefully for
you as well. At the top of my list are your wardens, vestry, and staff; but there are many, many others as
well. It has indeed been a privilege to serve with you in the ministry Christ shares with all of us.

Here are a few of the things on my wish list for all of you at St. Christopher’s as I leave: (1) Enable
everyone to identify at least one call to a specific ministry in the church and one in the community. (2)
Continue to grow a vibrant formation program for youth and find new ways to grow programs for adults as
well. (3) Become a parish where everyone knows your name, including your new rector, by using nametags
and publishing a pictorial directory. (4) Find new ways to share our stories with each other that strengthen
community. (5) Become even better stewards of our resources and our environment too.

When I leave the middle of November, Tom Napper will function administratively for the bishop in leading
this parish until the new rector is installed. It is particularly important that your wardens function in many of
the roles of rector in order that the parish can run smoothly. This means that requests, particularly of our
staff, always go through the wardens. You will be well served by your wardens and supply clergy during
this time.

One new and exciting approach toward stewardship this year is our intention to recognize those who pledge
this year by name. We believe that everyone can pledge their time, talent, and treasure to the work of God
in this place. We sincerely believe that 100% is obtainable. While some may not be able to say exactly what
they will be able to give for whole year, they may know what they can give this week and be willing to make
an effort to do this much or more during 2010. By sharing your name with others, you may inspire others
to give, too.

Why is pledging important, we ask? Our giving determines the programs and staffing for the coming year;
and unless the vestry knows what to expect from each of you, creating a budget becomes very difficult.
Your level of pledging as a parish also sends a message to all of the candidates about the hopes and dreams

for ministry during your first year with a new rector. Remember to always give out of gratitude and never
out of guilt.

In closing, I will always be grateful for your partnership in ministry and the many blessings you have given
me during our time together.

To quote from a document we are using, Interviewing in the Calling
Process, “It is time for inter-viewing , a time for priest and people to view each
other searchingly through the eyes of faith — to pray hard for each other, to ask
hard questions, and finally to make hard decisions.”

That we will do our part, and priests will do theirs, we can only pray. That God
will do God’s part, we have no doubt.
